On01.07.2020 at about 1000 hrs, a massive fire broke out in the boiler
area of Unit-5 of the Thermal Power Station-2 of NLC, Neyveli due

L toan explosion. On-duty crew of CISF Fire Service Wing deployed
at Thermal Power Station-2 of the unit along with fire tenders,
immediately rushed to the spot. CISF Fire Wing personnel headed
by In-Charge, Fire Station, formed operational teams and controlled
the fire and rescued seventeen (17) persons. The quick response

& efforts undertaken by CISF to handle this massive disaster, were

highly appreciated by NLC Management and the local administration.

CISF personnel acted as first responder and played a vital role in rescue operations during
plane crash at Calicut Airport

On 07.08.2020 at about 1930 hrs, an Air India
Express flight from Dubai to Calicut, carrying 184
passengers and 06 crew members, made a crash
landing at Calicut International Airport and went
off the runway near Gate No. 8. ASI/Exe Mangal
Singh deployed at gate No. 8 and ASI/Exe Ajit Singh
on patrolling duty, who were close to the spot,
responded immediately and showed exemplary
alertness and presence of mind by alerting the

Control Room which inturn informed the ATC. AAI
. Fire Wing, CISF officials, District authorities and
other agencies, subsequently reached at the spot
and carried out rescue operations. Around 40 CISF
personnel led by Dy. Commandant/CASO, Kishor Kumar AV, evacuated passengers during heavy downpour.
CISF as the first responder, did excellent work in rescue operation and shifting of passengers to the hospital.
By the time other agencies reached at the crash site, CISF had already evacuated majority of passengers.
Reinforcement was arranged not only from CISF Barrack living personnel but those staying outside the airport
campus, also actively participated despite incessant rains.

CISF personnel of FSTI, Hyderabad participate in rescue operations at
Telangana State Power Generation Corporation (GENCO) Project Srisailam (Telangana)

In the night of 20" August, 2020, a major fire accident occurred in Telangana State
Power Generation Corporation (GENCO) tunnel at Domalpenta, Srisailam wherein
one DE, four AEs including a lady officer, two service elders and two battery service
providers (Total-09) were trapped inside the tunnel. On the request (August 21,
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2020) of Director General of Telangana State Disaster Response and Fire Services,
Hyderabad, a disaster response and rescue team (Fire Wing & Disaster Management
Cell) comprising of 39 members, was dispatched from NISA Hyderabad. It is worth
mentioning that the distance of 245 km to Srisailam was covered by the team in
4 hrs and 45 minutes and reached there at around 1345 hrs.




After reaching at the spot, it was learnt that tunnel was of four floors with fourth floor at the ground level and
remaining three floors below the ground level. The electrical panels on the fourth floor and generators on the
second and third floor were trapped in fire. As the only entry to the tunnel was through the generators and
electrical panels, there were no survivors due to lack of ventilation. CISF rescue team was able to retrieve
most of the bodies after 5 hours of continuous operation. The instant response and rescue efforts by CISF
were highly appreciated by the State authorities.

CISF averted a potential disaster at Gas Terminal of ONGC, Hazira

On 24.09.2020 at about 0300 hrs, CISF security & fire wing personnel in coordination with ONGC Management
averted a potential disaster by successfully controlling a major fire break-out at Gas Terminal of ONGC, Hazira.
